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Eighty of the world's brightest 
students to gather for Lucent's 
Global Science Scholars Summit

MURRAY HILL, N.J. - Lucent Technologies 
(NYSE: LU) today announced the start of the 
first worldwide summit of the Lucent Global 
Science Scholars Program - a talent competition 
focused on supporting students around the world 
who are interested in careers in information 
technology. The meeting brings together 80 of
the world's brightest students from nine 
countries -- Brazil, Canada, China, Germany, 
Japan, Mexico, the Netherlands, the United 
Kingdom, and the United States.

The summit is taking place July 23-29 at 
Lucent's headquarters in Murray Hill. The theme
is Network Universe: Information, Technology, 
Community. During the week, the scholars will
focus on the important role of communication in 
our daily lives. They will have the unique
opportunity to work with researchers and 
scientists from Bell Labs, various federal 
agencies, universities and their peers to explore 
and develop blueprints for several 
communications networks. U.S. Secretary of
Education Richard Riley will join the students on 
one day for a discussion on science and math 
education.

"Many of these students might very well be the 
architects of the communications networks of 
tomorrow," said Richard A. McGinn, Lucent 
Technologies chairman and chief executive 
officer. "The summit gives them the opportunity
to view first-hand the world-renowned research 
taking place at Lucent's Bell Labs today, and 
creates a vital link between them and many 
award-winning scientists and researchers."

Along with being invited to the summit, the 
scholars have already received a cash award of 
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US$5,000 in recognition of their selection. In
addition, most of the scholars will have the 
opportunity to intern at Bell Labs while they are 
in college.

Lucent launched its global scholars program last 
October, committing $10 million over the next 
10 years, as a way to nurture some of the 
world's brightest and most talented future 
engineers and scientists.

Scholars were selected based on their overall 
academic achievement. Performance on
standardized tests, grade point average, class 
rank, enrollment in advanced placement 
courses, honors classes, and college courses 
were taken into account for the U.S. students, 
who are recent high school graduates. The
students from outside of the United States are 
already attending college and their selection 
was based on academic performance in their
